E-learning is a term that recognises that ICT in schools is more than learning about computers. The use of ICT has the potential to transform how pupils learn and improve achievement for all. A school's vision for e-learning will be of a school where ICT is fully impacting on providing high quality learning for all pupils - not just in lessons - but whenever they need access to learning. An e-learning strategy will be a way to achieve this vision.
A good reference point for developing a school's e-learning strategy is the web-based publication 'Implementing ICT' from NAACE.
